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Our summer boating season is just around the corner. It's time to start thinking about our
annual Boating Safety Meetings. The GREAT news is that the Lake Committee and the
Board of Directors have decided to make it easier on the residents with regards to your
attendance at a Mandatory Safety Meeting. Beginning this year (2010), attendance will
be required once every two years.

The process is simple. Even lot numbers will NOT have to attend on the even years and
odd lot numbers will NOT have to attend on the odd years. Every lot in Raintree has a
number associated. Whether you have a 2, 3 or 4 digit lot number (i.e. 1086, 1101) or a
lot number with prefix letters (i.e. FRL109, MH58), attendance will be determined by the
number. Of course, anyone is welcome to attend any meeting if you want to brush up on
the current rules and regulations. Your lot number will not prohibit you from attending.

This year if you are an odd lot number, plan on attending one of the meetings. If you are
an even lot number, and you attended one of the Safety Meetings in 200 9, your
attendance in not required. The new plan is based on those who attended in 2009. If
you are one with an even lot number and did not attend in 2009 , your attendance
WILL BE REQUIRED. All odd lot numbers must attend even if you attended last year.

Exceptions to the rule: 1) Those residents who received a lake citation during the
previous year will be required to attend a safety meeting regardless of their lot number.
2) New residents wanting boat permits must also attend the safety meeting regardless of
their lot number. 3) Residents not attending in 2009 and now want boat permits for this
year.

The dates for the upcoming 2010 Safety Meetings are  available on page 19.

The 2010 boat permits will be available anytime after March 15th. If your attendance is
not required, and you are registering the same vessel as last year, stop by the office with
a current copy of your insurance and purchase your 2010 permits. Any new vessels or
those not previously inspected will need to be verified. Contact the office for further
information.

Residents wishing to rent our rental pontoon must a Iso attend a Safety Meeting or
watch a specially-prepared video.

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The latest in a seemingly parade of exotic
plants and animals to show up in Missouri
turned up in the Niangua River last year. A
vacationer reported finding snails the size of
chicken eggs near a private boat ramp at
Mountain Creek Campground. Fisheries
biologists identified them as Chinese
mystery snails, which are on Missouri’s list of
prohibited species. Besides being illegal to
possess, they have the potential to multiply out
of control, upsetting the ecological
balance in Missouri waters. Considering how
many high flows have occurred on the Niangua
River in the past year, the snails likely have
spread to other locations as well. Chinese
mystery snails arrived in the United States
through Asian food markets and the pet trade.
The Niangua River infestation was the sixth
confirmed in Missouri. The only known control
method is hand removal. Much more important
is to avoid spreading this and other aquatic
invaders. The simplest precaution is never
dumping aquaria or fishing bait. Releasing live
bait into Missouri waters is illegal. Information
about invasive species is available at
www.MissouriConservation.org/822.

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Q. What happens to the fish and other wildlife
in a pond when the pond freezes enough
to ice skate onit.

A. The water in a pond freezes from the top
down because ice is less dense than liquid
water and therefore floats. So the pond
may have a foot or more of ice at the
surface but still have liquid water beneath.
Fish can live under the ice but can be
stressed or killed under persistent ice if
snow prevents light from penetrating
through the ice and reduces oxygen
production from aquatic plants. Ponds in
Missouri that are intended for fish should
be constructed with a minimum depth of 8
feet, which will insure that they don’t
freeze solid. Some frogs, turtles, aquatic
insects and other wildlife in a pond will
overwinter in the mucky soil of the pond
bottom.

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With Jack Frost nipping at our toes, keep in mind that outdoor activities can be risky. Snow
shoveling, for example, can be especially dangerous. Exercise experts say shoveling heavy snow
requires as much energy as running nine miles per hour! In addition, breathing cold air and being
exposed to the cold all make the heart work harder.

If you are over 45, sedentary, smoke, have elevated blood pressure, are overweight, and/or have a
heart condition, play it safe and get someone else to do the shoveling.

Experts warn that snow shoveling is not the exercise to use to start getting in shape. To prevent
injury:
Don’t shovel snow after smoking or eating a heavy meal. These activities all put an extra load

on your cardiovascular system

Dress in layers so clothing can be peeled off as the body becomes warm. Overheating puts
extra strain on the heart.

Wear a scarf over nose and mouth to avoid breathing cold air.
Wear a hat to retain body heat.
Pace yourself taking frequent rest breaks.

Shovel safely by bending legs slightly at the knee letting thigh muscles do most of the pushing
and lifting work. This will reduce strain on the heart and back. Use a shovel with a small scoop
and keep loads light and small.

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As Lee’s Summit endures the first
blast of winter weather for the
season, officers of the Lee’s
Summit Police Department traffic
section wish to remind drivers of
the dangers of “peephole” driving.

This term describes the driver who, after finding
their car covered in snow and ice, only scrapes a
small portion of the windshield before driving
away.

Peephole driving presents many dangers to the
driver and other motorists sharing the road. This
practice dramatically reduces the driver’s field of
vision and increases their chances of becoming
involved in a traffic crash.

In addition, not cleaning off excess ice from your
vehicle may allow it to become dislodged and
airborne, striking other vehicles on the road. The
practice is also defined as a violation of Lee’s
Summit city ordinance which states “No person
shall drive any motor vehicle with any sign,
poster, snow, ice or other non-transparent
material upon the front windshield, side wings or
side or rear windows of such vehicle which
materially obstructs, obscures or impairs the
driver’s clear view of the street or highway or any
intersecting street or highway.”

For the safety of everyone on the road, each
vehicle operator should take a little extra time to
ensure their vehicle is clear of ice and snow just
as they ensure they have gas in the tank and air
in the tires.
