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NEIGHBORHOOD WATCH AT RAINTREE LAKE

SAFETY TIPS FOR WALKERS AND RUNNERS:

If you are a person who enjoys running or walking around Raintree, you can be

susceptible to criminal attack. One of the problems with these activities is that you can

become so preoccupied in your physical activity that you fail to be alert and pay

attention to your surroundings. The following are some tips to keep you safe while you

run or walk outside:

» Walk or run with a companion.

¢ Walk or run in a familiar area.

« Do not walk or run in a heavily wooded area, poorly lit or secluded area.

« Be aware that wearing earphones or talking on the phone can distract you and make
you less able to sense potential danger.

« Do not walk or run at night.

« Wear bright colored clothing to improve your visibility.

« Vary your route.

« Carry a whistle or high decibel battery powered personal alarm while you are
exercising.

« If followed, go to the nearest residence or open business.

« Always carry some form of identification.

« If you must walk at night, carry a flashlight.

« Walk or run facing traffic so you can see approaching vehicles.

« Walk or run near the curb and do not pass too close to shrubbery, vehicles, or other
places of concealment.

« Let someone know what your route is and what time you expect to return.

WARMER WEATHER IS UPON US:

As | write this article, it is cold outside and | wonder if warmer weather will ever get here.
Criminals do not take the winter off, but when the warmer weather gets here, we tend to
make it easier for criminals to do their work. Here are some things to think about as you
start to enjoy the nicer weather.

« Keep the garage doors closed at all times. It only takes a few seconds to steal a bike,
golf clubs, tools or a vehicle. There were several reports of items stolen out of
garages last year and one this year so far. On March 8, a resident on Linden Lane
called police about a suspicious person looking through garages. Police responded
and the man they caught had prior arrests in Independence for drugs and stealing.
Leaving the garage door open is just like a store that has a glass window enticing
shoppers into their store. The only difference is that a thief will not leave money
behind for the tool they steal from you.

» Make sure that bikes, tools, toys and other things are put away after use and
especially at night when everyone goes in. Again, leaving items out makes it too easy
for a thief to walk away with your property. This also includes backyards because the
four foot fences in Raintree are easy to jump and most gates are probably not locked.
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Many of us have common ground behind our houses so thieves can freely walk and
pick out what they want.

« Some residents like to open up windows at night to enjoy the cooler air or leave their
doors open while outside or at the neighbors house. Some residents even leave their
windows open when they leave. These habits can also make you a crime victim.
Some thieves are bold encugh to break in to your home while you sleep and if the
thief is on drugs, you cannot predict what they will do if confronted. Leaving second
story windows open or unlocked is also not a good idea because there are plenty of
unsecured ladders around Raintree.

« Lock your vehicle when left outside. Raintree residents have donated a half dozen
firearms, multiple laptop computers, money, CD’s and many other items to the criminal
establishment because residents refuse to lock doors, close windows and remove
personal items from their vehicles. There was an incident this year when a resident
had items stolen from his vehicle and was lucky that his vehicle wasn’t stolen because
the keys were left in the ignition and his guns were in the trunk. Let's not make it easy
for the criminals!

« Watch over your children as they play in the front yard. Some child molesters are
good at what they do and it doesn’t take long to entice a small child into their vehicle.

Finally, as you are driving through Raintree, watch out for those residents who are out
on the street trying to stay healthy and the children playing in the neighborhoods.
SLOW DOWN!!

Officer Oberweather of the Lee’s Summit Police Department who is our midnight district
officer has started a program where he will be checking crime stats on a monthly basis
for Raintree and the surrounding neighborhoods. His intent is to pass those crime stats
on to the subdivisions so residents can be better informed of current issues and/or
problems. Another thing that Officer Oberweather has agreed to do is to e-mail me
immediately if he notices muttiple crimes occurring such as vehicle break-ins, home
burglaries, stealings or other things. | will then then send this information out via the e-
news so if you are not signed up for this this please go to RLPOA website or call the
office to get signed up. My hope is with more timely information to residents, these
crimes can be stopped by residents taking precautions and being more aware of their
surroundings and reporting suspicious activity. Again, please sign up for the e-news so
you can get the latest crime information to protect your family and property.
