The Board of Directors voted to increase the yearly assessment using rates from the consumer 
price index for all urban consumers from July of the preceding year to July of the current year. 
The increase for the yearly assessment will be 3.2% in 2006. 

Current assessment for single family is $409.80; the new amount will be $422.88. This is an  

increase of $13.08 per year. 

 

Current assessment for Class B residents in Cobblestone, Windsong and Raintree Lake Villas is 
$273.20; the new amount will be $281.92. This is an increase of $8.72 per year. 

 

Current assessment for commercial property is $364.28; the new amount will be $375.92. This is 
an increase of $11.64 per year.
